Instructions for Documenting Proof of Relationship

Documentation must be provided at this time to verify that the Relative Provider you have chosen is eligible for the CCS program. This documentation must be provided by the deadline shown on your recertification packet.

Attached is a chart showing what documentation is required to prove relationship.  You will need to work with your provider to get copies of the needed birth certificates.  Your provider cannot be paid to keep your children after the recertification deadline listed on your paperwork unless documentation is provided to CCS showing proof that the provider is qualified as a Relative Provider.

If all of your recertification documentation, including proof of relationship, is not received by the deadline, your child care assistance will end.

If you cannot provide this required documentation by the deadline of your recertification date, you may want to transfer temporarily to a regulated provider until you can obtain the documentation needed.   Attached is a list of all registered and licensed facilities in your area.  Call CCS and talk with your Child Services Specialist if you wish to transfer providers.
